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Non-Expert Facilitators Required

We need facilitators for each interprofessional learning session held in the Mclnnis Room, Student
Union Building on Dalhousie University campus. Even though our new site reduces the overall
number of sessions, we still require 4 to 5 facilitators per session or 56 to 70 facilitators for all
sessions.

With the exception of the lead facilitator who actively directs each session, the role of the facilitator is
that of a non-expert.
